It is possible to run a ClarkConnect server as a session on your Windows PC using the free VMWare Player (www.vmware.com). This could be useful if you are interested in running an in-house Clark server to play with, without running an extra PC constantly, or if you are trying to consolidate servers (the new trend in the city!). 

My configuration is:

- AMD Athlon 2000 512mb PC with 2 network cards

- Download and install the free VMWare Player (www.vmware.com)

- Go to www.easyvmx.com and create a vmx file online using "Generic Linux" option with 2 ethernet cards, 320mb Ram, 4gb? disk space.

- Save the resulting .vmx file to your PC 

- Run vmnetcfg.exe (in the VMWare folder) and within “Host Virtual Adapters” add a new adapter (VMNet2)

- Edit the .vmx file in notepad so the network part is like this:

# First network interface card

ethernet0.present = "TRUE"

ethernet0.virtualDev = "vlance"

ethernet0.connectionType = "custom"

ethernet0.vnet = "vmnet0"

ethernet0.addressType = "generated"

ethernet0.generatedAddressOffset = "0"

# Second network interface card

ethernet1.present = "TRUE"

ethernet1.virtualDev = "vlance"

ethernet1.connectionType = "custom"

ethernet1.vnet = "vmnet2"

ethernet1.addressType = "generated"

ethernet1.generatedAddressOffset = "10"

- Execute the .vmx file (it should open up a VMWare window)

- Insert your ClarkConnect 4.0 CD and install as you would normally

- I suggest you choose DHCP for the “External” subnet, and for the “Internal” subnet choose an IP address in the same range as your VMNet2 network card – do an IPCONFIG to find the IP address of your new VMNet2 adapter. You can change these later, of course.

- Once installed and rebooted, open your web browser and point it to https://clark_server_ip_address:81 (either external or internal should work)

- Now configure your clark server as normal.

- Don’t forget to open ports on your router to forward services to the External clark IP address (i.e. In my case, SMTP ---> 192.168.1.155:25)

Notes:

The first network interface card in the VM that Clark will see (the external subnet) will bind to VMNet0, which is “bridged” to your PCs first Local Area Connection. Bridged connections means that they are effectively on the same subnet together. In my system, this is subnet 1 (192.168.1.x)

The second network interface in the VM (the internal subnet in Clark) is bound to VMNet2 – which is also bridged and so shares the second subnet. I read somewhere that you can only bridge for ONE card, but somewhere else it said you could bridge for more than one card.

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Notice the new VMNet adapters
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Notice that the new virtual adapter appears as a Local Area Connection (3) for a few minutes…
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…and then becomes VMNet2.
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
